to the Town of Mason Board of Selectmen.

In addition to her mother of New York, she leaves her husband of 36 years,
Gerald L. Wile; her son, Brendan L. Wile of Manchester, NH; her daughter,
Heather W. Lee, and Heather's husband Phillip Lee and Kathy's grandson
Jase Lee of New Ipswich, NH; her brother, Steve Conlin Jr., of
Moultonborough, NH; two sisters, Diane Phillips of Wilmette, IL, Caroline
Gaglio of Stamford, CT, and many nieces and nephews.
