Mark
continued his education at BAC where he majored in Architecture. 

His career included professor at Wentworth Institute of Technology, civilian
architect for the US Navy in the Pacific region, Ex-NAE Technical Lead and
Architect in Design Branch from 2009 – 2013 and from 2013-2019 provide
direct support to Fort Devens as their Energy Manager. Mark retired in March
2019 and was recognized with a Civilian Service Commendation Medal upon
retirement.
