Mr. Springer was born in Wausau, Wisconsin, September 14, 1941 a son of

years.

He leaves his wife of 51 years, Linda J. (White) Springer; a daughter, Sandra
A. Springer and her husband, Craig G. Gunderson of Guilford, CT; three
grandchildren, Samuel Gunderson, Henry Gunderson, and Anna Gunderson;

as well as many other commercial airline and general pilots. He was later
employed for over 40 years as Chief of Aircraft Maintenance of the Executive
Aircraft Operation Divisions at both Crouse-Hinds Company in Syracuse, NY
and Raytheon Company in Bedford, MA. He retired from Raytheon in 2004.

An avid pilot since the age of 16 when he built his first of three airplanes, Mr.
Springer was recognized as a Gold Seal Pilot. His most beloved of the three
airplanes that he built was a World War Il Stearman that won numerous
awards. Marty himself won several awards for his success as a pilot including
the Wright Brothers “Master Pilot” Award in appreciation for his 50 consecutive
years of dedicated service, technical expertise, professionalism and many
outstanding contributions that furthered the caused of aviation safety in 2009
administered to him by the Department of Transportation Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA). He was a member of the Aircraft Owners and Pilots
Association (AOPA) and the Experimental Aircraft Association (EAA) and was
an active local member of the Orange, MA Aeroclub for over 20 years.

He was a communicant of St. John’s Church, Townsend. A funeral Mass will
be celebrated at 11 Am Saturday, September 15th at St. John’s Church, 1
School Street, Townsend. Burial will be private and there are no calling hours.
