President his senior year. Michael also took much pride in serving as a
Resident Advisor and was a member of the PI Lambda Phi Fraternity.

He
always loved a trivia challenge. He had a thirst for knowledge, was an avid
reader and spent many hours watching the History channel. He was always
eager to share his most recent discoveries. 

 

A move to Casper, Wyoming for a fresh start was
not enough. During Michael’s lengthy periods of sobriety, he was active in AA
and was a well-respected speaker.
